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I'm sitting in the Dullas, Washington D.C. airport. | write this having just attended a two-day summit
meeting called, “The Movement: Forging Alliances for the Gospel.” A gathering of over 100 leaders,
the invitation was extended by Chuck Colson to talk about impacting our culture with Christian
“worldview.”

The meetings, just days before the presidential inauguration, explored how Christian worldview can
penetrate the culture. Chuck Colson has been a tireless proponent of worldview among evangelicals,
as in the past they tended to have a narrow view of redemption, seeing it only as a matter of getting
souls safely to Heaven. Obviously saving souls has vast eternal implications, but it hardly exhausts
the Bible’s holistic intentions for new life in Christ.

A key phrase for the meetings was, “The Gospel of the Kingdom” (Matt. 24:14). How this was
interpreted is that the Gospel has implications for the next life, but it is a Kingdom matter, so it also
has vital implications for all areas of life TODAY. As we learned from Abraham Kuyper, the father

of worldview thinking, there is not one square inch of life in this world that does not fall under the
rule of King Jesus. The transformation of souls on earth must lead to the transformation of society.

Crossroad Bible Institute has long been on the front lines of advancing worldview. When the founders
of CBI, twenty-five years ago, were led to begin a “discipleship” ministry that would move beyond
personal evangelism, they were talking about worldview. In the founders’ vision, people in prison
desperately need not only to get saved, but also need a biblical view of God’s world, and all of life

in this world, if they are to succeed on the outside.

While the entire curriculum advances worldview, two of CBI's college-level courses are Christian
Worldview | and Christian Worldview I, based on Colson’s book about worldview, How Now Shall
We Live?, and address the subject in-depth. In addition to the advanced courses, continuing
education seminars and the radio programs of The Center for Advanced Studies at CBI also seek
to bring Christ’s rule upon our culture, educating the church and society in restorative justice.

Hopefully, “The Movement” summit will indeed spark a movement in our culture. If worldview has
not been on the radar of some of the many ministries represented, Chuck Colson’s weight and
passion at these meetings should have helped to bring it to their attention.

I know it all might sound to you as slightly optimistic, if not presumptive or even triumphalistic.
However, the Holy Spirit can do great things and, as Colson said in his closing remarks at the
summit, “When it is the darkest, the light shines the brightest.” | must stop writing now because
it's time for my flight to take off. Pray that the movement will also soon “take off.”
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
